Nursery Ministries - Ages 2 and younger 
We believe that children of this age learn 
more about Jesus through the love and care 
they experience from trusted adults. 
 

A group of screened and trained volunteers 
will love and teach your child in the name of 
Jesus.  Children learn simple truths primarily 
through play and music. 
 

PreK-Kindergarten - Ages 3 - 5 
For this age our priority is for the young child 
to enjoy learning about God and His Bible.  By 
the time a child is five years old, he/she will 
have learned the basic stories of creation, the 
Old Testament, and life of Christ.   
 
Grade School Ministries - Grades 1 - 7  
Our goal for these children is to offer a 
program that is both spiritually challenging 
and enjoyable. By the sixth grade children 
will have reviewed the major stories and 
themes of the Bible at least 4 times.
